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Updates on the situation of the Cambodia-Thailand border
13-15 October 2025

On October 14, 2025, Samdech Techo HUN Sen, President of the Senate, had a
courtesy meeting and discussion with H.E. Dato Seri’ Ahmad Zahid bin Hamidi,

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Rural and Regional Development of Malaysia—

On the said occasion, Samdech Techo briefed His Excellency the Deputy Prime
Minister on the situation of the border issue, including matter concerning the
playing loudly sound of ghost wailing voices or other disturbing voices by the
Thai side intended to annoy Cambodian citizens in Chouk Chey and Prey Chan

villages, which has been happening for approximately four consecutive nights.

Samdech Techo HUN Sen emphasized that Cambodia does not wish to see any
country, an ally or friend of Cambodia, condemn any country. What Cambodia
desires is to encourage both sides to effectively respect the ceasefire and seek

solutions to restore normalcy to the relations between Cambodia and Thailand.

He also took the opportunity to express his appreciation for the pivotal role of His
Excellency the Prime Minister of Malaysia in ensuring the ceasefire and resolving
the issues between Cambodia and Thailand, in his capacity as the Chairman of
ASEAN.

Spokesperson of the Senate of Cambodia — In response to the statement made
by the Spokesperson of the Thai Ministry of Defense on October 15, 2025,
claiming that "Cambodian Senate President Samdech Techo HUN Sen had
pressured Thailand to reopen the Thai-Cambodian border by October 2025 —
clarified that Samdech Techo HUN Sen, President of the Senate of Cambodia,
has repeatedly reaffirmed his position. On September 23, 2025, through his
official Facebook page, Samdech Techo HUN Sen stated that “since the Thai
military unilaterally closed the border, Cambodia has never requested Thailland

to reopen It. Cambodia merely informed the Thai side that, since Thailland was

the one that closed the border, it should also be the one to reopen it — there is
no need for negotiation with Cambodia — and that Cambodia would reopen its

siae five hours later.”

On October 13, 2025, Samdech Maha Rathsapheathika Thipadei Khuon Sudary,
President of the National Assembly of the Kingdom of Cambodia, attended the
Global Leaders” Meeting on Women, in Beijing, where she delivered a statement
called on the international community to closely monitor the implementation of the
fragile ceasefire between Cambodia and Thailand in order to restore peace and
normalcy,” emphasized that, “Peace is a necessary precondition to achieving our
comimon goals.”

She reiterated Cambodia's commitment to take a peaceful and restrained stance,
for Cambodia does not wish to see the people of both countries suffer more from
the war. She also underlined that Cambodia seeks to resolve the issue peacefully
through bilateral mechanisms, adhering to the ASEAN Charter, the United Nations

Charter, and international law, in order to restore normalicy to the border situation.

On October 14, 2025, the Ministry of National Defence of the Kingdom of
Cambodia facilitated the visit of the Interim Observer Team (IOT), led by
Malaysia, along with its members, to inspect the actual locations affected by the
use of a military jets to drop MK-84 bombs in Sen Rung Reurng 4 Village, Morokot
Commune, Choam Ksan District, Preah Vihear Province, in order to clearly,
accurately and consistently observe, verify, and report following the enforcement
of the ceasefire agreement, in accordance with its mandate to ensure the full

and effective implementation of the ceasefire.

As of October 15, 2025, it has been 78 days since 18 Cambodian soldiers were
illegally captured by the Thai military on July 29, 2025, shortly after the ceasefire
agreement between Cambodia and Thailand entered into force at midnight on
July 28, 2025. Cambodia urgently calls on the Thai side to release them
unconditionally, as soon as possible, and in accordance with international

humanitarian law.
