Press Release
The Impacts on Civilian Areas, and Casualties Caused by Thailand’s Aggression on
Cambodia’s Sovereign Territory from 6:00 PM, 11 December until 7:00 AM,
12 December 2025

The Ministry of Interior of the Royal Government of Cambodia would like to inform
the national and international community that, from 6:00pm on 11 December until 7:00am on 11
December 20235, the violation of international law and breach of the ceasefire by the Thai side
against Cambodia’s sovereign territory since 7 December - has caused severe impacts on the safety
of civilians, civilian areas, and civilian infrastructure, as well as disrupting essential public services
in many locations, as follows:

1. Deaths and Injuries: Two civilians were injured (a 60-year-old woman and an 8-year-old
child) in Banteay Meanchey provinee. Therefore, from 7 December up to 7:00am on 12 December,
the total number of Cambodian civilians killed has reached 11, and the number of injured has
reached 76, most of whom continue to receive emergency medical treatment from medical teams,

2. Displacement of Civilians: Increased by 2,629 families, equivalent to 8,793 people,
compared to yesterday - 7.094 families (24.191 people) have evacuated from Preah Vihear
province, 11,205 families (38,568 people) have evacuated from Oddar Meanchey province,
36,130 families (124.305 people) have evacuated from Banteay Meanchey province, 5,649
families (18,361 people) have evacuated from Battambang province, 784 families (2.247 people)
have evacuated from Pursat province, and 310 people have evacuated from Koh Kong province.
Approximately 20,519 families (66.421 people) have sought shelter in Siem Reap province. This
led the total number of displaced civilians to more than 81,381 families which approximately equal
to 274,403 civilians. These figures of displaced civilians represent only those who have taken
refuge at the safety centres organized by the provincial authorities. They do not include those who
have self-evacuated to other safe locations on their own. At the same time, as of this morning,
civilians continue to flee to safety areas across all affected provinces.

3. Destruction of Civilian Infrastructure and Disruption of Public Services: Civilian
homes and belongings. private company buildings, administrative offices, schools, pagodas.
ancient temples, roads, and numerous other public facilities have continued to suffer damage due
to Thailand’s mtensified shelling and F-16 air strikes targeting villages and civilian population
centers up to 80-90km inside Cambodian territory (geography of Preah Vihear province). It should
be noted that all essential public services provided by local authorities and needed by the civilians
have been entirely halted. A total of 909 public and private schools has been forced to close.
affecting the education of approximately 216,107 students and 7,601 teachers. This does not
include the harmful consequences of toxic smoke, which Thailand has irresponsibly continued
using on Cambodian sovereign territory. (There are no new figures currently.)

The Ministry of Interior of the Royal Government of Cambodia once again firmly
reiterates its full support and unwavering confidence in Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo
Hun Sen, President of'the Senate and Senior Logistic Commander of the Roval Cambodian Armed
Forces, and Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei Hun Manet, the courageous and capable Prime
Minister of Cambodia. Under the strategic leadership and experienced guidance of Samdech
Techo and Samdech Thipadei, the forces of the Royal Cambodian Armed Forces and the Border
Protection Police have been standing shoulder to shoulder to defend the territorial integrity and



national sovereignty with full authority and unwavering strength on every battlefield.
Simultaneously, leaders of ministries, institutions, provincial and municipal administrations,
districts, communes, police officers. military police. healthcare workers. youth volunteers (UYFC,
Red Cross Cambodia...), community defenders, and citizens nationwide have been united in
aiding and full support to frontline forces, injured civilians, and displaced families, fulfilling their
duties with a strong spirit of patriotism.

The Ministry of Interior continues to urge ASEAN, the United Nations, and the
international community to monitor, condemn, and take appropriate measures in accordance with
international law. principles. and procedures regarding the brutal and barbaric crimes committed
by the Thai government, nulitary, and armed forces, which have gravely violated the UN Charter,
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Convention Against Torture, and the ASEAN
Charter, among others. Cambodia demands that Thailand immediately cease these wrongful acts
and fully comply with the ceasefire terms, especially the Cambodia—Thailand Peace Agreement
Jomnt Declaration, signed by both Prime Ministers with the President of the United States and the
Prime Minister of Malaysia as the ASEAN Chair as witnesses, and supported by international
partners.
