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Press Release
The Impacts on Civilian Areas and Casualties Caused by Thailand’s Aggression on
Cambodia’s Sovereign Territory From 1:00 PM until 6:00 PM on 13 December 2025

The Ministry of Interior of the Royal Government of Cambodia would like to inform
the national and international community that, from 1:00 PM until 6:00 PM on 13 December 2025,
the violation of international law and breach of the ceasefire by the Thai side against Cambodia’s
sovereign territory since 7 December - has caused severe impacts on the safety of civilians, and
civilian areas as follows:

1. Deaths and Injuries: As of 6:00 PM on 13 December 2025, the total number of
Cambodian civilians killed has reached 11. and the number of injured has reached 39. (There are
no new figares currently.)

2. Displacement of Civilians: In the provinces of Preah Vihear, Oddar Meanchey. Banteay
Meanchey, Battambang, Pursat. Koh Kong. and Siem Reap, there are a total of 112,648 displaced
families (increased by 6,090 families), equivalent to 379,047 people (increased by 22.099 people).
Among them are 197,127 women and 94,348 children.

3. Destruction of Civilian Infrastructure and Disruption of Public Services: Numerous
civilian homes and personal belongings. private company buildings, administrative offices,
schools, pagodas, ancient temples, roads, and various public facilities have continued to sustain
damage. Meanwhile, essential public services—such as administrative services, healthcare, and
education across cities, districts. and communes (sangkats)—have been almost entirely suspended
due to Thailand’s intensified attacks using all types and forms of weapons against civilian areas.
The latest report indicates that Thailand deployed F-16 aircraft to carry out a second bombing of
the Chey Chumneas Bridge in Veal Veng district. Pursat province. resulting in its complete
destruction.

The Ministry of Interior of the Royal Government of Cambodia once again firmly
reiterates its full support and unwavering confidence in Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo
Hun Sen. President of the Senate and Senior Logistic Commander of the Royal Cambodian Armed
Forces, and Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei Hun Manet, the courageous and capable Prime
Minister of Cambodia. Under the strategic leadership and experienced guidance of Samdech
Techo and Samdech Thipadei, the forces of the Royal Cambodian Armed Forces and the Border
Protection Police of the Ministry of Interior are jointly standing guard to defend the territorial
integrity and national sovereignty with discipline, bravery. and determination, standing firmly and
successfully achieving every objective on the battlefield.
