On the Impacts on Civilian Areas and the Protection of Displaced Civilians
Resulting from the War of Territorial Aggression by the Bangkok Government and the
Thai Military From 7:00 AM until 1:00 PM on 18 December 2025

From 7 December until 1:00 PM on 18 December 2025, the acts of aggression carried
out by the Bangkok Government and the Thai Military against Cambodia, involving
indiscriminate attacks, particularly the shelling and aerial bombardment of civilian areas, have
resulted in the deaths of 18 Cambodian civilians and injuries to 79 others. These attacks have
also caused the displacement of more than 140,000 families, equivalent to over 480,000 people,
including more than 240,000 women and over 130,000 children. To date, five provinces that
do not share a border with Thailand have received displaced persons.

From 7:00 AM until 1:00 PM on 18 December 2025, the impacts are as follows:

1. Deaths and Injuries: There are no additional civilian casualties or injuries.

2. Displacement of Civilians: Preah Vihear Province has 10,826 displaced families,
equivalent to 34,521 people: Oddar Meanchey Province has 11,426 families, equivalent to
38,191 people: Banteay Meanchey Province has 54,502 families. equivalent to 182,820
people; Battambang Province has 12,933 families, equivalent 1o 46,441 people: Pursat
Province has 900 families, equivalent to 3,221 people: Koh Kong Province has 2,328
families, equivalent to 8,413 people; Siem Reap Province has 41,481 families, equivalent to
131,551 people: Kampot Province has 3,120 families, equivalent to 9,737 people; Kampong
Speu Province has 826 families, equivalent to 2,967 people; Kandal Province has 1,791
families, equivalent to 6,057 people; and Kampong Cham Province has 4,562 families,
equivalent to 14,137 people. In total, since the beginning of the conflict, the number of
displaced persons has increased to 144,695 families, equivalent to 478,056 people, including more
than 240,000 women and over 130,000 children.

3. Destruction of Civilian Infrastructure: One building, one warchouse roof, and
several vehicles were damaged as a result of the Thai military’s use of F-16 fighter jets, which
dropped three bombs into the area of Phsar Kandal Village, Phsar Kandal Commune, Poipet
City. Since 7 December, the total damage has included 67 civilian houses, one school, one
healthcare center, one ancient temple, four pagodas, one Buddhist almshouse, one monks’
residence, one customs and excise office building, four casino buildings, three hotels, four
additional buildings, one community agricultural center, one stone bridge, one steel bridge, one
bridgehead, one gas station, five vehicles, one warechouse roof, one cassava storage warehouse,
and one ancient bridge. In addition, essential public services, including administrative services,
healthcare, and education across cities, districts, and communes, have been almost entirely
suspended due to the Thai side’s intensified attacks against civilian areas, employing all types
and forms of weapons through Royal Thai Army, Royal Thai Navy, and Royal Thai Air Force.

The Ministry of Interior of the Royal Government of Cambodia takes great pride
in witnessing the powerful and increasingly dynamic momentum of national umity, as
Cambodian citizens everywhere around the world have come together in a shared national
spirit, standing shoulder to shoulder in support of and with firm confidence in the national
defense strategy of Samdech Akka Moha Sena Padei Techo Hun Sen and Samdech Moha Borvor
Thipadei Hun Manet. This great force ol national solidarity has provided tremendous moral
strength to the Royal Cambodian Armed Forces and the Border Protection Police of the
Mimistry of Interior, who are jointly standing guard to defend the terntorial integrity and
national sovereignty with discipline, bravery, and determination, standing firmly and successfully
achieving every objective on the battlefield.
